My name is Abdenour Boukamhi and I am a member of The Northern Association for Education and Economic Development; its acronym in French is: ANDEE (Association Du Nord Pour Développement Educatif et Economique). ANDEE was created last month and will be working with partners including public and private sectors and other local and international NGOs on activities that promote public participation, quality education, employment opportunities and human development with a special focus on rural areas. 

ANDEE is based in Chefchaouen and is planning to organize three activities in July 07 in 3 rural and remote communities. ANDEE will work with two other associations that are based in those communities. It is important to mention that not enough attention has been given to the young people in this region and that the proposed activities will open new horizons for them and will sharpen their awareness of public participation. 

Activity one
Organize a one day cultural activity for 50 (25 girls and 25 boys) school children to both celebrate the end of the school year and also to highlight some of the successful stories of the year. Students from 3 rural communities will participate along with 5 of their teachers. This activity will include a) a contest among students of similar grades both from elementary and preparatory schools, b) sharing exceptional talents (singing, acting…etc), and d) distributing some gifts. 

Activity two

The second activity will target the young people in the same 3 communities and it will be in a form of organizing a tournament in Volleyball among 6 teams. The goal of this activity is to bring together 40 young people from the 3 communities to establish a network of friendship and collaboration through sports. 

Activity three 
ANDEE will invite 150 to 200 people from the 3 communities including members of the civil society groups, students and their parents and other active people in the community development area to attend a play in one of the communities. The play will emphasize on the importance of public participation, woman health, the importance of education, and the role of civil society in human development.
