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Two Parts of Discover Worlds 
Discover Worlds has two different components: Raising Awareness and Taking Action

RAISING AWARENESS

· DW Speakers: This elite group uses public speaking and presentations to raising awareness on issues.  We make sure that each presentation has interactive components that the audience is part of.  We try and adhere to the 40% rule—40% of our time is directly involving the audience. 

· The issues chosen by the DW speakers are ones that affect his/her community

· Examples include: raising awareness on poverty, humanitarian crisis in Darfur, conditions in the Congo, HIV/AIDS, Diabetes, Global Warming, etc.  

· Discover Worlds trains inner city youth to speak to their own communities about pressing issues.  Discover Worlds has an emphasis on the sustainable.  

· Discover Worlds also has a program in developing countries to have those students spread messages in their own country.  
· DW Team:  The DW Team is a variety of people using their talents to raise awareness.  Whether it be through workshops for sports teams, acting groups, singing groups, by awareness fairs, talent shows, handing out flyers, this team works together across the globe to spread messages.

TAKING ACTION

· DW Global Connection: Discover Worlds connects teenagers who are making differences all across the world.  

· We have a newsletter that highlights different students efforts of community service and activism.  

· We share resources that include things such as fundraising ideas from across the country and world

· We create a community to share ideas
· Build relationships across the country and world of the current and future leaders 

· DW Making A Difference:  This is the series of programs that Discover Worlds has used to making a difference in ending poverty and building sustainable solutions to problems abroad.  This pilot program began in June of 2007 when DW Executive Board members went to Rwanda to establish our program there. The program is beginning in rural India in December of 2007.  

· Umubano:  In Kiryarwanda, the native language of Rwanda, the word Umubano means relationship in terms of friends.  The Umubano program works to create matches between the United States and Rwanda to help Rwanda exit poverty through education.  Umubano has three different programs.  

· Uyisenga University Scholars Program: Rwanda is similar to the U.S. that not attaining a college degree offers limited job options.  In Rwanda the jobs are usually menial labor.  This program offers the brightest and most motivated orphans of the genocide an opportunity to attend college for $700.00 USD a year for four years.  This will give them the chance to help them, and other orphans in their community, raise out of poverty through education.

· Sponsor an Orphan: This program provides education fees so the orphans of the genocide and HIV/AIDS can stay in school.  It also provides enough money for healthcare and basic needs. 

· Sister Schools:  Umubano has two teams. One on the U.S. and one in Rwanda, that is composed of university students who work with elementary and middle schools to establish connections of letter writing and sharing of resources.

· Amahoro:  To get street children educated, Discover Worlds is collaborating with Amahoro, an organization that uses sports, acting, singing, and other “extracurricular” activities to help re-educate street children so they can enter public school again.  This collaboration entails setting up teams/clubs from America with teams/clubs from Rwanda.  For example, female sports teams in America would raise money for the uniforms of a sports team in Rwanda.
