	Each Venture Team is required to have at least one Ally starting from the development of their Venture idea and throughout the implementation of their Venture.  Some Teams may have trouble finding the right Ally.  In that case, YV can pair them with an Ally who might be best suited for their Venture.  An Ally is a community member with expertise in the Venture’s field, or any trustworthy adult interested in working with the team.  An Ally is a non-controlling adult mentor who offers support and guidance to Venturers, helps connect Venturers to local communities, and provides encouragement throughout the Venture by staying in regular contact with the team. 	Dream It Do It Challenge Coach                                                                                 { Time Commitment: 2-3 hours per week.}

	The Dream It Do It Challenge is a 13-session program, offered for high school students. Sessions are designed to empower youth from diverse backgrounds and experiences to realize their potential to create social change and make a difference in their community. Students are teamed up with Coaches who they work with directly, and help to guide them through the program and eventually launch their own community-benefiting Venture. 

This opportunity is currently available in Providence, RI; New York, NY; Washington, DC; Minneapolis, MN; and Seattle, WA.

	Selection Panelist                                                                                                                    { Time Commitment: 2-3 hours. One time}

	A Selection Panel is a time to celebrate the work the potential Venture Team has done during the planning stage and begin to transition into the action stage. A Selection Panel is a time for Youth Venture to see if the plan meets the Youth Venture Selection Criteria and to determine the amount of seed funding needed to launch the Venture. Selection Panels are held in person at YV regional offices and virtually via teleconference.

Other panelists have found it fun and have enjoyed seeing first-hand what young people are creating to benefit their communities.  Venture teams will give ten-minute presentations and after each presentation, the panel will ask questions for about ten minutes.  After the panel has heard presentations from all teams, it will then meet to make decisions and recommendations based on the YV Selection Criteria.   As a panelist, you are assessing young people’s preparedness to become Youth Venturers. Will the idea make a difference in the community? Is the Venture youth-led? Is there a solid Venture plan? Is the Venture designed to be ongoing? Do the youth convey the energy, ethics, and commitment necessary to succeed? If young people meet these requirements, they are ready to begin!

	Mentors share their experience and knowledge with advanced Venturers who may need assistance in specific areas for example: business planning, organizational growth, professional development, fundraising, media, or community organizing.  Mentors can be lawyers, artists, business men and women, writers; anyone with acquired skills and who is willing to share them with young people.  A Mentor has the opportunity to have YV Staff pair them with up to three different Ventures to connect with on a bi-monthly basis to respond to questions via email or phone to provide additional guidance for a period of at least one year.
