	A Selection Panel is a time to celebrate the work the potential Venture Team has done during the planning stage and begin to transition into the action stage. A Selection Panel is a time for Youth Venture to see if your plan meets the Youth Venture Selection Criteria and to determine the amount of seed funding needed to launch the Venture.
Other panelists have found it fun and have enjoyed seeing first-hand what young people are creating to benefit their communities.  Venture teams will give twenty-minute presentations and after each presentation, the panel will ask questions for about ten minutes.  After the panel has heard presentations from all teams, it will then meet to make decisions and recommendations based on the YV Selection Criteria.   As a panelist, you are assessing young people’s preparedness to become Youth Venturers. Will the idea make a difference in the community? Is the Venture youth-led? Is there a solid Venture plan? Is the Venture designed to be ongoing? Do the youth convey the energy, ethics, and commitment necessary to succeed? If young people meet these requirements, they are ready to begin!
